Intercessory Prayer Group

Covenant

1. We recognize intercessory prayer as a high calling through which we share in the work Jesus is doing on our behalf.  (Romans 8:34)

2. Confidentiality is essential.  Sensitive matters prayed over will not be talked about with others.  We must be able to pray knowing that this is a safe place.  Also, we must never betray the trust of those who ask us to pray for them.

3. We will not talk about prayer requests before we pray.  We will simply pray over them. As we lay our concerns before the Lord, others in the room will know what the request is.  Not only is time and energy wasted when we talk before we pray, but also it is too easy for “prayer requests” to become gossip.

4. We will start on time and end on time.

5. No one will be pressured to pray out loud.

6. We will seek to be led by the Holy Spirit in our prayer. (Romans 8:26,27)

7. Our goal is conversational prayer, i.e. one topic at a time.

8. We covenant to spend personal time in prayer each day so that we can grow in our prayer life through the power of the Holy Spirit.

9. We will pray for specific requests given to us as well as for personal concerns, but the general focus of our prayers will be:

a. God's will to be done at and through LCA, and for God to be glorified;

b. unity in the school;

c. protection from the ways of the world that distract us from God's purposes;

d. spiritual growth for all students, teachers and  families.
